Malachi 3:10 says ”Bring all the tithes (the whole tenth of your income) into the storehouse, that there may be food in My house, and prove Me now by it, says the Lord of hosts, if I will not open the windows of heaven for you and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it.” (Amplified Bible). 

2 Corinthians 9:7 states “we should give as we have purposed in our hearts, not reluctantly or under compulsion, because, God loves the giver whose heart is in the giving” (Amplified Bible).  Your faithful financial support of the ongoing work of the ministry reveals Jesus’ level of Lordship in your life.
